Cooperative Health Insurance Law, issued by
Royal Decree No. (M/10) dated 01/05/1420AH, and
the Cooperative Insurance Companies Control
Law, issued by Royal Decree No. (M/32) dated
02/06/1424AH, provided that the Authority

develops a mechanism for coordination with the

insurance sector, contained in

Council of Health Insurance - within a period not
exceeding (three) years from the decision
approval date - to transfer all competencies and
responsibilities related to the insurance sector,

contained in the Cooperative Health Insurance

Law". And in reference to the Insurance
Authority's circular No. 272/202311 dated
23/11/2023G, which includes the Insurance

Authority's email addresses.

We would like to inform you that all insurance
mandates including health insurance referred to
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in accordance with Cabinet Decision No. (85) from
the Council of Health Insurance and the Saudi
Central Bank have been transferred to the
Insurance Authority as of 04/03/2024G, with the
continued enforcement of all statutory provisions
related to insurance issued by the Council of

Health Insurance in accordance with the
Cooperative Health Insurance Law and its
Implementing Regulation.
